The Asian Cultural Council (ACC) Hong Kong is calling proposals for two types of fellowships and 
grants programs in 2021/22.  The first fellowship program supports research and creative projects 
that involve in-person travel within Asia.  The second is a special, time-limited research grant 
supporting virtual exchange and engagement in the arts within Asia or between Asia and the US.  
 
The ACC fellowships and grants support both contemporary and traditional arts, and encompass the 
following disciplines: archeology, architecture, art history, arts administration, arts criticism, 
conservation, crafts, curation, dance, ethnomusicology, film and video, museum studies, music, 
photography, theater, traditional performing arts, and visual art.  
 
Application Procedures 

Individuals and organizations from mainland China, Hong Kong, and Macau who wish to apply for 
an ACC fellowship or grant should read the Request for Proposals for mainland China/Hong 
Kong/Macau 2021 at:
